-Capital Rowing Club (CRC) is a non-profit 503(1) c organization that provides the community of the Anacostia River as well as the greater Washington DC area with an opportunity to row.

Volunteer Training:

-No formal training is required at this time for volunteers.  

-There are some club members who have volunteer training from outside programs or organization and often lead the CRC volunteer efforts.  

Spring Opportunities:

-Assist with the high school rowing programs.  The regatta season runs from March until May 23rd.   There are a large number of teams to work with; each team practices everyday with practice times arranged both before and after school, as well as some practices on Sunday. Summer Opportunities:

-CRC runs an eight week program from mid June through July. This program is tailored to children and provides activities at the DC Parks and Recreation Center each morning followed by rowing opportunities in the afternoon from 1-4 pm. The program is staffed by volunteers.

-CRC is also looking for an intern to provide administrative assistance and also has flexibility to provide additional opportunities for interning.

-CRC has a large facility, two buildings, a large fleet of boats and several boat trailers on the Anacostia River.  They are expanding their programming and seeking creative and enthusiastic volunteers to help.  In particular, CRC would like to host a novice/learn to row camp for middle school and high school students who want to break into rowing.

*Interns that would like to coach will need to take a USRA Level 1 coaching class and take the DC harbour patrol watercraft operator permit class.
